Early Arrival at School

NAPLAN Testing Program

Schools across the country will be administering the
annual Naplan tests in May. They will be held on the
mornings of Tuesday 15, Wednesday 16 and
Thursday 17 May. We try to make the tests part of
the normal school program and would encourage
parents to do likewise. The Naplan results will be
available later in the year for all parents whose
children are in years three or five.

School Council Sub Committees

Our School Council has several sub committees with
at least one or two Council members on each. They
are Education, Buildings and Grounds and Finance.
Parents who are not on School Council but would like
to be involved in one of these committees should

contact me at school or via the school email address.
Broadly speaking the role of each is as follows: -
Education: To provide input into the educational
policies and programs at the school. As an example,
this committee has looked at policies such as the
Bike Policy, Allergies and Anaphylaxis Policy etc.
They assist in offering parent education programs
and take an interest in the Open Night and other such
education opportunities for the parent community.
They are also involved in designing feedback forms
for parents and students when they are required.
Building and Grounds: To oversee and plan the
development of the facilities and grounds at Hartwell.
This committee organises working bees and special
projects each year and the watering roster over
Summer. They have in past years been responsible
for upgrading the gardens on the southern side of the
school, the creation of sandpits, signage around the
school etc.

Finance: To monitor the school’s finances and ratify
all expenditure and income each month and to work
with the school to draw up the annual program
budget and decide on the school contributions.

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Year 1 Word of the Week

“A robust approach to vocabulary instruction involves directly explaining the meaning of words along with thought
provoking, playful, and interactive follow-up.”

-Beck, Mc Keown & Mc Keown, 2013

This term ‘Word of the Week’ moves into the learning communities. Every learning community will choose their own
word of the week. These words are called ‘Tier 2 words’ and are selected from a text that the learning community are
reading.

Tiers are determined by the roles they play in language. Tier 1 words are basic words that typically occur in oral language.
They rarely require instructional attention. Tier 2 words have high utility for mature language users, they are less likely to
be learned independently compared with Tier 1. Tier 3 words are infrequently found in the course of general reading and
are often limited to specific topics and domains.

Each week | will feature a different learning community’s word of the week.

This week the year 1 word of the week is glancing. This is a synonym for looking which the year 1s will encounter
many times in their rhyming text ‘Brown Bear, Brown Bear What Do You See?’
If you are a year 1 parent, talk to your child about this word and encourage them to use it in a dinnertime conversation.
