(Schools in  Boroondara and
Whitehorse) Besides hearing from two excellent
speakers - Professor Lea Waters, who spoke on
Thursday about searching for wellbeing in schools.
Lea spoke very much about childhood and
adolescent mental illness, quoting lots of statistics
and also about the importance of having positive
learning environments and most importantly good
relationships with teachers. We all found her
presentation very useful and relevant.
In the afternoon Lea spoke about how important it is
to work on peoples’ strengths - to identify students’
strengths and work on them. She repeatedly
emphasised the importance of focussing on the
following:

e What is right with you?

¢ \Who are you when you are at your best?

o What would change if you brought your ‘best

self’ to each situation?

In essence she contended that we should focus on
what is right with a person you are trying to help or
solve an issue, rather than what is wrong?
On Friday another speaker- Glen Pearsall led the
sessions. He spoke about ‘building capacity’ in our
teachers and how we share best teaching practice in
the school environment.
As with all conferences the other benefit was the
opportunity to network with principals from other
schools and to share ideas and strategies that others
are using.
